The
promoter is directed to pay the penalty within two months. Learned counsel for
the promoter is urged to ensure that the payment is made within 45 days.

If the penalty is not deposited within this period, action under section
40(1) of the RERA Act read with Rule 26 of Bihar RERA Rules, 2017 would
be taken and a request be sent to the District Magistrate and Collector to recover
the penalty under Public Demand Recovery Act.

With these directions this matter is disposed of.
