The complainant is claiming interest on
the basis that the MCLR is 8.9% whereas the respondent is agreeing to make
payment at MCLR 7.3%. Both parties are advised to share the calculation
sheet.

The Bench observes that the provision for enforcement of orders
under Section 40(1) and 40(2) of the Real Estate (Regulation and
Development) Act, 2016 are equally applicable to the Adjudicating Officer,
Authority and the Appellate Tribunal. In the present matter since the final
order was passed by the learned Tribunal modifying the order of the
Authority, the appropriate forum for enforcing the implementation of its
order is the Appellate Tribunal .
