In case
the requisite documents are not filed, as stipulated by Section 4 of
the Real Estate (Regulation & Development) Act, 2016 and Rule 3
of the Bihar Real Estate (Regulation & Development) Rules, 2017,
the application for registration of the project would be rejected.
